A ‘Works Cited’ page is a list of all the materials used to prepare a written, oral or audio-visual presentation and is included at the end of the paper.  A ‘Works Cited’ page serves two purposes.  First, it shows research has been done. Second, it indicates sources for others who may be interested in finding out more about the subject.


SELECT THE TYPE OF ENTRY






GENERAL RULES


Make one list only. Works Cited as title (top/centered)


Arrange all items alphabetically according to author’s last name. 


If there is no author, use the first word of the entry (but not “a”, 


“an” or “the”.


Double space between each citation


Italicize title of book, magazine, website 


Use a ‘hanging indent’ if citation is longer than one line:


Click on “Paragraph” and under “Special” select “Hanging”


Include the publication medium i.e. “Print” or “Web”


Ask for help if the entry does not fit the following examples


Note - most of our databases will do the citation for you!
